	From stares from fellow gym users to insensitive comments, female bodybuilders suffer from forms of opposition. Linda agreed wholeheartedly when I brought this up. “People talk about female athletes and they expect track stars and netballers,” she said 







	Evidence from the literature 

	In the case of female bodybuilders, pursuing their
sport is seen as challenging the social distinction between masculinity and femininity. It is taken as a blatant attempt to defy the traditional notion of the female body (Aitchison, 2006). 





	Concluding sentence  Sentence

	Chare (2004) labels the resistance of female bodybuilders against this cultural norm as the “radical politics of muscle”. The female bodybuilder’s physique strongly opposes the traditional female body and representation of femininity.
